John-Deere 6920  ( 160 Hp )

3 cubic meter hopper Stehr SBS 3000

Agco Fendt 930 Vario (310 Hp)

Dutzy BSF 2500

Hopper 4 cubic meter.

We had to change sites mid morning due to the rain on the day previous. The Stehr equipment was running directly against the fendt and dutzy with the idea of reducing capital investment and weight for better transport logistics.

The performance of the machines was fantastic and what clearly showed was the dutzy required the 300 hp to do the equivalent work of the 22L and JD.

The outputs of the units was well matched obviously taking into account the different working widths.

Our unit works out at 11000 kg this is a saving of 7000 kg from the fendt and dutzy.

Capitol investment is cut down by 30 % and the quality of work is not

effected.

Overall the demonstration went very well and as far as I am concerned

definatly in our favour. The equipment worked well and the operator liked it as well, this is sometimes half the battle.

I shall keep you posted on progress.
