Soil Stabilization Equipment FAQ’s

How much will it cost? 

See pricing information, accessible from bottom of the soil stabilization equipment product pages. 
Quotes for shipping costs are available upon request.

When can I have it? 

Delivery terms need to be discussed; will depend upon availability and location.  Generally, we can provide you with your stabilization equipment within 4 months, often sooner.  However, these items are specialized, and therefore on high-demand; at anytime there could be a queue in the production line.  Also, customs can delay shipments quite unpredictably.  
Can I hold a unit in production or in transit with a deposit?   
Yes, a 10% deposit is sufficient to hold a unit; balance will be due within 30 days upon receipt of invoice.  

Will my tractor work with this equipment?

Requirements:  rear 1000 rpm PTO and creep-speed (V min = 300 - 400 m/hr) [325-425 yds] or "vario" transmission. (driving speed at maximum engine rpm less than 0.3 mph) 
Best choice: tractors with fully adjustable speed regulation. 

Alternative: tractors with a "super creep gear"
Engine Output: The specifications stated here are the minimum values: 
160 hp (SBF 22 L), 180 hp (SBF 24 L) and 280 hp (SBF 24) 
for maximum operation depth in difficult soil conditions
SBF24 Tractor Exception:
John Deere 8530 with tractor modifications is compatible, as follows:

Smaller front wheels- only 30”

Front counterweight

Standard rear wheels(42”, 710)- with high air pressure; OR special wheels with high walls

Pto shaft grease should be replaced with Teflon grease

Special notes: 
· some tractors (ie: John Deere 8530 and Challengers) have pto shaft located up to 7 inches deeper than usual. This could lead to a harmful angle of the drive shaft. Please let us know the model you own or contemplating purchasing. 

· the pin size should be noted, just in case the holes need to be larger for the three-point hitch.

· if grinding in very tough, hard soil- the maximum depth may not be attainable. (ie: instead of 17”, perhaps only 12-13” maximum on the L models)

Tractors for Spreaders "SBS"

· if SBS 10: any tractor with at least 130 hp is ok 

· if SBS 3000: 
*is the front lifting capacity sufficient? (should be 9,000 lbs)
*is the tractor equipped with a frontal hydraulic circuit? (needed for driving the vane feeder)

Billing terms? 

Payable 30 Days from date of invoice with PO#. Otherwise, payment in full is required before shipment.   We do have rent to purchase options available upon request.  
What about replacement parts? 

They are minimal, though teeth are the quickest wearable part, and can be acquired through your local milling teeth supplier.  We do generally have other parts in stock for order, such as belts.  

Are there other items that will be required? 
tractor needs a front counterweight:
*300 hp tractors with SBF 24 or SBF 24-6 should have 5,000 lbs counterweight
*130 - 180 hp tractors with SBF 22-L or SBF 24-L should have 2,000 - 2,500 lbs counterweight
a heavy attachment can substitute the counterweight (ie: clarifier, dozer blade, front spreader)

*in the case of the dust-free unit- if the unit may be used for grinding only, separate from the spreader piece—additional parts needed:  
· shorter pto dive shaft 

· chain curtain

What is the warranty? 

Six months for stabilization equipment
